APPROVAL OF THE PROCEDURE FOR INTERSTATE TRANSPORT OF GOODS FROM THE
TERRITORY OF THE REPUBLIC OF ARMENIA

In accordance with the requirements of Article 7 of Republic of Armenia Road Transport Law, the
Government of the Republic of Armenia resolves:

1. To approve the procedure for the interstate transport of goods by road from the territory of the
Republic of Armenia pursuant to the Annex.

2. That this decision shall enter into force on the tenth day following the date of its official
publication.

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PROCEDURE FOR

INTERSTATE TRANSPORT OF GOODS BY ROAD FROM THE TERRITORY OF THE REPUBLIC
OF ARMENIA

. GENERAL PROVISIONS

1. This procedure regulates the process for the interstate transport of goods by road from the
territory of the Republic of Armenia.

Il. SCOPE

2. The requirements of this procedure shall apply to organisations and individual entrepreneurs
(hereinafter referred to as freight carriers) providing interstate freight transport from the territory of the
Republic of Armenia in accordance with the requirements of international agreements ((hereinafter
referred to as interstate freight transport), regardless of their organisational and legal form.

3. Interstate freight transport from the territory of the Republic of Armenia by road shall be
organised in accordance with the requirements of other laws and legislation of the Republic of
Armenia and this procedure, and in accordance with international agreements concluded by the
Republic of Armenia. If international agreements establish rules which differ from those set out in this
procedure, the rules established by the international agreements shall prevail.

lll. KEY DEFINITIONS USED IN THIS PROCEDURE

4. The following key definitions are used in this procedure:

1) Freight cabotage: The transport of freight between two points located within the administrative
territory of one of the parties to the agreement by freight vehicles registered in another party to the
agreement.

2) Permit. A standard document issued by the competent authorities of the states and defined by
international agreements on road traffic, which grants the right to freight vehicles from one party to
enter, exit and transit through the territory of another party, and to transport freight to and from a third
country.

3) European Conference of Ministers of Transport licence (ECMT licence): A permit granting
unlimited travel between ECMT member states. The permit is only valid in conjunction with a freight
transport logbook. The permit should be completed and certified by the competent authority, and is
issued for a period of one year or six weeks.

4) Freight transport logbook: A document in the form of a register designed to collect information
about transport operations. The information should be recorded chronologically and should include
all trips, including empty trips. It is used to monitor the use of ECMT permits.

5) International Road Transport (TIR) system: The procedure for transporting freight
internationally in accordance with the Customs Convention on the International Transport of Goods
Under Cover of TIR Carnets, dated 14 November 1975.

6) Quota: A set number of permits agreed annually in advance between the competent authorities
of the Republic of Armenia and the state party to the agreement.

7) ADR agreement. The European Agreement concerning the International Carriage of
Dangerous Goods by Road.

8) Freight cabotage permit. The right to perform freight cabotage as established and stipulated
by international agreements. A freight cabotage permit is valid only in conjunction with a freight
transport logbook.

5. Other terms used in this procedure shall have the meanings defined by the Republic of Armenia
Road Transport Law.
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IV. REQUIREMENTS FOR INTERSTATE TRANSPORT OF GOODS BY ROAD

6. The interstate transport of goods by road from the territory of the Republic of Armenia is carried
out on the basis of permits issued to the freight carrier by the competent authorities of the states party
to the agreement, or without permits in circumstances stipulated by agreements concluded between
the Government of the Republic of Armenia and the government of another state, and in the absence
of an agreement pursuant to the Republic of Armenia Road Charging Law.

7. Interstate freight transport from the territory of the Republic of Armenia, including under the TIR
and ECMT permit systems, is carried out by freight carriers registered in the Republic of Armenia
using road freight vehicles owned or used by them with the right of ownership or use, in compliance
with international standards, or using freight vehicles in respect of which the state party to the
agreement has not stipulated any restrictions, or if the freight is transported through the territory of a
state that is not a party to the agreement, and if said state has not stipulated any restrictions in regard
to freight vehicles.

V. THE PERMIT PROCESS

8. Acting on the basis of the number of permits issued to freight carriers in a given year, the
competent authority:

1) Determines the number of permits required for the following year in accordance with
agreements with state parties.

2) In accordance with the procedure established by the legislation of the Republic of Armenia,
negotiates an agreed number of permits with the competent authorities of the states party to the
agreements.

9. On the basis of the agreements reached on the number of permits provided for in international
agreements, the competent authority shall:

1) No later than 1 December of the current year (if no other arrangements exist), prepare the
required number of permits for the Republic of Armenia for the following year.

2) Approve the permits and ensure that they are submitted to the competent authority of the state
party to the international agreement on time.

10. If additional permit forms are requested, beyond the established quotas, the competent
authority shall negotiate with the competent authorities of the states party to the relevant agreements
in the event that a corresponding request for additional permits is received.

11. After receiving permits from states party to international agreements, the competent authority
shall inform the freight carriers of the Republic of Armenia through the official website of the Ministry
of Territorial Administration and Infrastructure of the Republic of Armenia.

12. When issuing permits, the competent authority shall provide information on the requirements
for interstate transport imposed in accordance with the interstate agreements concluded by the
Republic of Armenia.

VI. REQUIREMENTS FOR ISSUING PERMITS

13. To obtain a permit for interstate freight transport, freight carriers of the Republic of Armenia,
including those operating under the TIR system, must pay the state duty established by the Republic
of Armenia State Duty Law and submit an application to the competent authority attaching the
following documents:

1) Application (using form No. 1)

2) (subparagraph became invalid on 4 May 2017, No. 454-N)

5) A copy of the registration certificate for the freight vehicle (cab, truck unit, trailer, semi-trailer)
and a copy of the contract setting out the right to use the vehicle in accordance with the procedure
established by law

13.1. The documents specified in paragraph 13 of this procedure may be submitted in electronic
form, at the applicant’s discretion, in accordance with the requirements of this procedure.

14. Once the documents specified in paragraph 13 of this procedure have been submitted, the
permit shall be issued to freight carriers within three working days.

(paragraph 14 amended on 5 April 2017, No. 454-N)

15. Permits are issued to freight carriers according to the purpose and type of transport:

1) entry (entering/leaving the territory of a country)

2) transit (transit through the territory of a country)

3) transport of goods to or from a third country

4) unified (universal)

5) freight cabotage.

16. Freight vehicles shall be granted a permit for transporting freight to the destination and for the
return trip, or for cabotage.

17. The competent authority may refuse to issue permits in the following circumstances:

1) If the freight carrier has not submitted all the documents specified in paragraph 13 of this
procedure, or if the submitted documents are incomplete and the identified problems have not been
rectified in accordance with the Republic of Armenia Law on Basic Document Management and
Administrative Procedures.

2) If a state party to the agreement has submitted a notice of non-compliance by the freight carrier
with the requirements of the agreement or has accused the freight carrier of infractions while engaged
in interstate freight transport during the given year.

18. Permits are issued on a first-come, first-served basis.

19. Disputes arising as part of the permit issue process may be appealed in accordance with
international agreements and in accordance with the procedure established by the legislation of the
Republic of Armenia.

VIl. STORAGE, RECORD-KEEPING AND DESTRUCTION OF PERMIT FORMS

20. Permit documents received from states party to the agreements shall be stored by a person
appointed by the head of the competent authority responsible for permit storage, record-keeping and
issuance.

21. Permit forms shall be registered and issued in accordance with the procedure established by
the states party to the agreements, and they shall be recorded in a special register (form No. 2).

22. On expiry, unused permit forms shall be destroyed by a commission established by the
Minister of Territorial Administration and Infrastructure of the Republic of Armenia.

VIll. REQUIREMENTS FOR ROAD FREIGHT VEHICLES ENGAGED IN INTERSTATE
FREIGHT TRANSPORT

23. In accordance with international agreements and the legislation of the Republic of Armenia
on road freight vehicles, the following shall apply:

1) requirements related to road safety and environmental protection.

2) When transporting specialist freight:

a. requirements for the transport of perishable goods

b. requirements for the transport of hazardous goods

c. requirements for transport of heavy and oversized goods.
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24. Road vehicles and truck units engaged in interstate freight transport must be equipped with a
calibrated tachograph and, in the case of cabotage, a navigation system.

IX. REQUIREMENTS FOR VEHICLES ENGAGED IN INTERSTATE FREIGHT TRANSPORT
UNDER THE ECMT MULTILATERAL QUOTA SYSTEM

25. Interstate freight transport by freight vehicles from the territory of the Republic of Armenia is
also carried out on the basis of multilateral ECMT Licences.

26. Multilateral quota system promotes the use of more environmentally friendly vehicles and
make vehicle use more efficient by reducing empty mileage.

27. The competent authority prepares proposals for the number of ECMT multilateral licences
issued to freight carriers for the carriage of goods by road from the territory of the Republic of Armenia,
and coordinates with the ECMT Secretariat.

28. Valid ECMT licences must be kept on board the freight vehicle during loading, unloading and
empty trips.

29. Having an ECMT licence does not exempt the freight carrier from compliance with the
requirements of national legislation on the transport of heavy and bulky goods in force in ECMT
member states.

30. Freight vehicles engaged in interstate transport using an ECMT licence must comply with the
requirements set forth in CEMT/CM (2001) 9 Final and have the appropriate certificates.

31. In addition to the ECMT licence, freight vehicles must have a freight transport logbook
available (logbook form approved by the ECMT member states in CEMT/CM(2001)9 Final).

32. Only one logbook shall be issued for each licence. The logbook and the ECMT licence form
must bear the same number.

33. The logbook must be filled out between the loading and unloading points, before each loading
and before each empty trip.

34. When transporting groupage freight, only the full load should be specified. The mileage
associated with loading and unloading each individual part of the load should not be included.

35. Any corrections to the logbook should be made in such a way that the original words and
numbers can be identified.

36. Completed record forms must be kept in the logbook until the expiry date noted on the
permit. Once copies of the forms have been completed, they must be separated and forwarded to the
competent authority within 20 days.

37. The competent authority shall create an accompanying logbook for the use of ECMT licences.

37.1. To obtain ECMT licences for interstate freight transport, freight carriers from the Republic
of Armenia must pay the state duty established by the Republic of Armenia State Duty Law.

37.2. Freight carriers from the Republic of Armenia can choose to submit the documents
stipulated in paragraph 37.1 of this procedure in electronic form in accordance with the requirements
of this procedure.

X. KEY REQUIREMENTS FOR INTERSTATE FREIGHT TRANSPORT

38. Interstate freight transport from the territory of the Republic of Armenia requiring a permit is
carried out on the basis of an international manifest (No. 3).

39. Freight cabotage is carried out in cases stipulated by international agreements.

(paragraph 39 amended on 4 May 2017, No. 454-N)

40. Interstate freight transport is carried out along a predetermined route. Freight vehicles
engaged in interstate freight transport on the territory of the states party to the agreements shall drive
on the roads (including bypass roads) authorised (guaranteed) by these states.

REPORT BY THE REPUBLIC OF ARMENIA ON IMPLEMENTATION OF THE QUALITY CHARTER
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XI. BASIS FOR ORGANISATION OF INTERSTATE FREIGHT TRANSPORT BY ROAD

41. The basis for the organisation of interstate freight transport is the contract of carriage (if the
freight does not belong to the carrier). The contract is confirmed by filing out the CMR, the
international bill of lading.

42. The organisation of interstate freight transport includes acceptance of the freight, loading and
unloading onto and off a freight vehicle, organising the escort and storage of the freight during
transport and delivery of freight to the consignee.

43. The freight vehicle provided for transport must be appropriate for the type of freight to be
transported, the road and operational conditions of the transport route and requirements related to
the loading and unloading method.

44. Preparations for freight transport are carried out by the consignor or customer until the
provisional arrival of the vehicle. Preparation of freight for transport includes sorting, placing in a
container or packing, labelling or marking, preparing shipping documents and, where special purpose
cargoes are to be transported, obtaining the relevant certificates and licences.

45. Freight shall be accepted and escorted during transport by the carrier or a person authorised
by the consignor.

46. Freight shall be unloaded and accepted by the consignee at the destination. In the absence
of a claim by the carrier in the international bill of lading (or other document), it shall be deemed,
unless otherwise proved, that the freight has been accepted in accordance with the international bill
of lading.

47. The consignee confirms acceptance of the freight by making the relevant marks on the
international bill of lading (CMR) and the manifest by stamping and handing the original bill of lading
to the carrier.

48. The form (template) for the international bill of lading (CMR) has been approved by the
Convention on the Contract for the International Carriage of Goods by Road.

49. The rights, obligations and responsibilities of the consignor, carrier and consignee are
regulated by the Civil Code of the Republic of Armenia and international conventions.

50. The basic requirements related to work and rest for freight vehicle drivers engaged in
interstate freight transport are regulated by law and international conventions.

51. The requirements for the transport of hazardous goods on interstate highways are determined
by the ADR agreement and by law.

Xll. ELECTRONIC SUBMISSION OF DOCUMENTS REQUIRED TO OBTAIN PERMITS
(Section added on 4 July 2012, No. 878-N)

52. To obtain the permits issued by the competent authority in accordance with the requirements
of this procedure, carriers from the Republic of Armenia (hereinafter referred to as applicants) may
submit copies of the documents required to obtain the corresponding permit in the form of DOC,
DOCX, PDF, JPEG, XLS or XLSX files to info@mtc.am.

53. In accordance with the requirements of this procedure, the competent authority shall process
applications received in electronic form according to the established procedure.

54. Documents submitted in support of a permit application shall be deemed accepted on the
date they are received by the competent authority.

55. An electronic notification shall be sent to applicants within two working days to inform them
whether the documents submitted comply with the requirements of this procedure and are sufficient,
and whether the documents submitted need to be compared with the originals.

56. Applicants who are notified of problems with their application and informed that the originals
must be verified, must additionally send a scanned copy of the requested document or submit the
original document within 10 days.

57. If the applicant fails to correct the problems within the timeframe stipulated in paragraph 56
of this procedure or fails to provide the original document, the applications submitted shall be rejected.
